Lists of these salons can be obtained
from the FIAP website at http://webplaza.pt.lu/public/suyswill/index.html or the PSA website at
www.psa-photo.org/intExhibitions.asp?menulD = 11&DivID=8. If you are interested in going for
FIAP distinctions at a later date then it is only the FIAP approved salons that will count, but you
MUST keep accurate records AND all the salon catalogues! The same applies for PSA star ratings and
distinctions, but for those the acceptances and awards must be from salons that have PSA
recognition and of course you will need to be a member of PSA should you wish to apply for their
ratings / distinctions. But again, remember to keep good records of your entries and results AND the
salon catalogues - | can't stress that highly enough. Without those records and catalogues your
achievements will not be recognised and you will not be able to apply for the distinctions you have
earned.

Finally, but by no means least, on behalf of us all | would like to thank Terry Mixter for his donation
to the club library of a brand new copy of "The Photoshop CS4 Companion for Photographers" by
Derrick Story. This will be a great resource to many members!
